Sick garden birds

It’s here again in epidemic proportions - tri-
chomonas - the highly infectious disease which
affects greenfinches, chaffinches and bull-
finches. Garden birds throughout the country
are dying in vast numbers with a third of the
greenfinch population wiped out.

The disease came into this country in 2005 with
outbreaks nationwide, which increased in 2007
reaching epidemic proportions. This year 2010
the same is happening again with even larger
numbers of birds dying.

Trichonomas is caused by a parasite which
causes ulceration of the bird’s throat making it
impossible for it to swallow food. This is then
regurgitated along with saliva and when other
birds eat the infected food or seeds, trichonomas
is passed on from one bird to another.

It is easy to spot a sick bird. It will look ab-
normally fat; its eyes will be almost closed, its
head will look wet, it will huddle close to the

feeding table, it will have difficulty swallowing,
will look distressed and be very lethargic. There
is no cure, and sadly in a few days the bird will
die of starvation.

The RSPB are monitoring the course of the dis-
ease nationwide and they offer these suggestions
for people who feed their garden birds:

a) Keep all peanut, seed holders and feeding
station trays scrupulously clean. Scrub with
bleach and rinse well with hot water.

b) Spread peanut holders, seed dispensers etc
around your garden rather then keeping them all
in one place.

¢) If your birds keep being sick, then stop feed-
ing them for 2 weeks as the parasite can’t survive
long outside a live host.

Trichomonas is not infectious to humans,
nevertheless although it is distressing to see our
feathered friends suffering, don’t try to rescue
them, but let nature take its course.
